Eligibility for State FFA Proficiency Awards and State & American FFA Degrees
Please encourage all eligible members to apply for proficiency awards and advanced FFA degrees. Reminders about proficiency awards and advanced degrees: 
· Chapters may submit two proficiency award applications per award area for state competition.
· Students with only one complete year of SAE records are eligible for no higher than second place proficiency awards at the state level.
· 2010 graduates are eligible for 2011 state proficiency awards
· A member must have at least two complete years of records from grade 9 and up to qualify for the State FFA Degree; however, income and experiences prior to grade 9 QUALIFY for inclusion when determining if a candidate has met minimum qualifications.
· Graduate members are eligible for the State FFA Degree.
· American FFA Degree candidates must have been out of school at least one year when the degree is awarded (interpretation – 2011 is the first year of eligibility for 2010 graduates).
· Only American FFA Degree candidates completing the Star Battery Application will be considered for selection of Star Awards the state level.
· In general, graduates may maintain their FFA membership until the fourth National FFA Convention following graduation (exceptions are outlined in the National FFA Constitution).
· Make sure graduates who will apply for advanced degrees and awards are included on the chapter roster (dues paid).
· Pictures and summary must be on a disc and turned in with proficiency award and American Degree applications at the April Governing Body meeting to be considered for the award.
State review of these applications will occur April 1, 2011, at Cedar Lakes.
