Rules and Eligibility
1. The exhibitor must be a County 4-H or FFA member to exhibit and sell market livestock. 
2. 4-H members must complete a project book to be able to show and sell their market animals. 
3. FFA members must have an up-to-date Record Book presented to Ag. Teacher before the fair to show and sell their animals. Record books are due on Wednesday before the fair. 
4. All market animals must be in the possession of the exhibitor by June 15. 
5. Each exhibitor must attend one of the two mandatory livestock meetings during the summer for the tagging and weighing of your animal. There will be no exceptions! After the tagging, an exhibitor may not replace their animal with another. (Meetings:  July 14th 6P.M.-7P.M. or July 26th 10A.M.-11:00A.M.)
6. An exhibitor can exhibit 1 of each market animal listed, but cannot take 2 of the same animal. An exhibitor can only sell 2 of the market animals (feeder calf, hogs, and sheep). All grand and reserve champion animals must sell.
7. The animal must make the minimum weight to sell. If the animal does not make weight, the exhibitor will not be eligible to exhibit the animal at the fair and must take their animal back home after weigh-ins. If an animal is over the maximum weight, it will still sell but only at the maximum weight allowance. 
8. All exhibitors must participate in showmanship to sell at the sale.

9. Clipping of livestock should be done prior to arriving at the fair and is the responsibility of the student.
10. All exhibitors need to show their own animal during showmanship, the market show, and the livestock sale (only exceptions will be illness or death in the family).

11. Exhibitors must invite at least 5 buyers to the livestock sale. Exhibitors need to write a thank-you letter to the buyer(s) of their animal and turn it into the Extension Office. These must be turned in on time or livestock checks will be held.  The letters must contain a stamp and address of the buyer.  The address can be obtained from the Extension Office.
12. Each stall or cage must be cleaned by 7:30 P.M. on Sunday after the fair or $50.00 will be removed from your livestock check to pay for the cleaning service.  Each stall will be recorded.  After cleaning you must have the stall viewed for inspection.  
13. Livestock checks will be ready within 30 days following the fair. 
14. Any students wanting more information on showing animals at the fair need to contact Ag. Teacher of Extension Agent.
15. Fair lambs will be examined following state guidelines for tail docking and scrapie test tags.  If you need more info on lambs please request the lamb guidelines from the Extension Office.  
16. When weighing and dropping off animals follow instructions from livestock committee.  To insure a safe fair and check in we will be loading and unloading in the livestock corral.  Due not unload an animal outside of the corral.
